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Flie Formats

MPEG1 is an MPEG (Moving Pictures Experts Group) multimedia format used to compress and store audio and video. Intended for use with computers and games, MPEG1 has a resolution of 352 x 240 pixels at 30 frames per second. MPEG1 can provide video almost as good as a rented videotape.

MPEG2 is an MPEG (Moving Pictures Experts Group) multimedia format used to compress and store audio and video. Intended for use with broadcast-quality applications, MPEG 2 defines a protocol that supports functions such as adding closed-captioning and different language channels.

AVI (Audio Video Interleave) - A Microsoft multimedia video format for Windows systems. AVI interleaves standard waveform audio and digital video frames.

BMP (Bitmap) - The standard bitmap image format intended for Windows systems. Bitmap images support up to 24-bit color. 

JPEG (Joint Photographic Expert Group) - Format of compressed high-color or true-color images. JPEG is used to compress images with 256 colors or more.

MP3 is a coding scheme for the compression of audio signals. MP3 shrinks the original sound data without sacrificing sound quality.

WAV - Used with Microsoft Windows, this digital audio format allows different sound qualities to be recorded for high-quality output.

DVD (digital video disc) - A CD-ROM that holds a minimum of 4.7 gigabits, which is enough for a full-length movie.

VCD (Video Compact Disc) - A CD that uses MPEG for compression and can display full motion video and sound. A VCD can contain up to 74/80 minutes on a 650/700MB respectively. A VCD's quality is similar to VHS based tapes.

SVCD (Super Video Compact Disc) - Using MPEG as its compression standard, this type of CD can be played in a DVD player, DVD-ROM drive, or a CD-ROM drive. An SVCD can hold between 35 to 60 minutes of full motion video on a 74/80 min CD.
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
