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· engage in depth with a narrative or other piece of content - for example, by producing a short video to accompany a reading of a poem, scene from a play, historical account or piece of music
Example: Macbeth
Pupils receive a set of digitised video clips of different weather conditions, faces, battle scenes, animals, fire and smoke. They are set the task of producing a short video of the scene where Macbeth and Banquo encounter the witches. They record themselves reading the scene and add appropriate effects and video material.

· develop their understanding of a sequence of events - for example, developing their understanding of causes and effects in science, geography and history
Example: The impact of a national event on the local area
Pupils combine archive material with material they have recorded to produce an account of how the impact of a significant historical event (such as the building of the railways in Victorian England) can be seen today. By creating a timeline, for instance, pupils combine a variety of still and moving images with sound to produce a chronological sequence.

· monitor and measure physical phenomena - for example in science, PE and design and technology 
Example: Streamlining
The pupils film a number of differently shaped objects with the same mass falling through water. They use the editing facilities to produce short clips showing the movements of the objects at the start and end of their descents so they can compare the accelerations and see which shape is more streamlined.

· reflect on their learning - for example, by reviewing their video accounts of an experience at a later date 
Example: Field trip 
The pupils produce a ‘video diary’ as part of their field trip. Within it they record what they have seen and done, and any thoughts they have, such as hypotheses on why certain geographical features are the way they are. After further study back at school, they re-edit the material in the light of their new understanding.
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
