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Why use digital video (DV)?

Digital video can enhance learning by providing:

· a communication tool, enabling new ways of expressing ideas 

· a record-keeping tool, enabling new ways of recording and recognising achievement 

· a measuring, monitoring and investigation tool, enabling investigation of time- or motion-based events and providing new insights into physical phenomena 

· a modelling tool, enabling alternative ways of representing real and imagined situations 

· an evaluation tool, enabling reflection on performance or behaviour 

· a presentational tool, enabling information to be presented in a variety of formats such as documentaries, news reports and advertisements, using the full range of multimedia.

Benefits for pupils

Through working with digital video pupils can:

· express their ideas - for example, by showing how they would improve the design of an existing object in design and technology
Example: Hazards in the home
Pupils produce a short video illustrating the potential dangers faced by small children in the home by producing a ‘child’s eye’ tour of a house. Pupils produce a short video illustrating the problems that people with different disabilities might face carrying out everyday activities in the home such as turning on and off taps or climbing the stairs.
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
