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Why use digital video (DV)?

Benefits for teachers

Digital video provides teachers with stimulating material that can be used by individuals, groups or the whole class by using display technologies such as a digital projector or an interactive whiteboard.

Through working with digital video teachers can:

· illustrate concepts and physical phenomena through a visual medium, allowing questioning, explaining and modeling with the whole class or groups 

· encourage talk as a tool for thinking and learning, allowing pupils to engage in exploratory talk or reasoning as they are engaged in collaborative activities 

· encourage pupils to reflect, allowing time in the plenary session to review pupils’ work so they can contemplate what they have learned.

Teachers can also manage learning by using digital video to:

· support home/school links, allowing pupils to take home examples of their work on CD or tape to show what they have achieved 

· celebrate important events, allowing pupils, parents and others in the community to share in the work of the school 

· record pupils’ work for external assessment 

· modify pupil behaviour, allowing pupils to review and reflect on their contribution to a group activity recorded on video 

· exemplify standards, using clips of pupils’ work as a focus for moderation and discussion about levels with other colleagues 

· share good practice, using clips of pupils at work and good teaching taking place to stimulate discussion with colleagues.
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
